Middle School Band Student Drop-off: Drop off middle school performers at ENTRANCE #7 on the
east side of the building AFTER 7:30AM. The directions to Entrance #7 are: Enter the property
by the Pickett Road Entrance. Drive to the top of the hill and make a left turn. Drop off student
at the blue shed. Entrance #7 will be up the driveway to the left. Exit down the bus lane to
Pickett Road (Frost Middle School will be on your right.).
