High school auditions will include the following material.

1) 2 major scales chosen at random from the 15 possible major keys. Major scales should
be played at J = 100. Rhythm pattern: o/ @ﬁ @fg ,/j [Please play as many Full
octaves as you can do well. Percussionist may play scales faster.

2) FULL RANGE Chromatic Scale—Play as extended a range as you can play well.
Example: Trumpets/Trombones Concert F to Bb-2 % octaves is preferred and scores
higher than F-F or Bb-Bb concert. However, don’t do things you obviously cannot do.
Play as quickly as you can PLAY WELL. Percussionists: full range of instrument.

3) A prepared piece of your choice. App. 1 minute to 1:15. Play something that shows
what you can really do. Stretch a bit, but don’t attempt something that will not show you
at your best. PLEASE AVOID POP TUNES, SHOW TUNES ETC. TF YOU NEED
HELP FINDING A SELECTION, YOUR PRIVATE TEACHER IS A GOOD SOURCE,
BUT DON’T HESITATE TO ASK ONE OF THE BAND DIRECTORS FOR HELP

4) Sightreading. Each person will be given app. 30 seconds to study a short excerpt and
then perform it.
